E. Conference Venue

Whitelands College, Roehampton University, Holybourne Avenue, London
Train

Trains run regularly from Waterloo to Barnes station. The College is a 30 minute walk from Barnes station up Roehampton Lane or you can catch the 265 Bus and alight at the junction of Danebury Avenue. From Victoria you will need to go to Clapham Junction and change onto a train to Barnes. 

Bus

From Wimbledon you will need to catch the 493 bus (marked towards Richmond) and alight on Roehampton Lane just after Danebury Avenue. From Clapham Junction catch the 170 bus which travels via Wandsworth and alight by the parade of Shops on Danebury Avenue. From tube statations West Brompton or Putney Bridge you need to catch the bus 430 and alight by the parade of Shops on Danebury Avenue.

By Foot

Whitelands College is located on the corner of Holybourne Avenue and Laverstoke Gardens. From Roehampton Lane turn into Danebury Avenue then left into Holybourne Avenue, the entrance to the College is on the right.

By Car

From the A205 South Circular heading west: Turn left into the A306 Roehampton Lane, continue past the South Campus and then turn right at the major crossroads with traffic lights onto Danebury Avenue. Take the first left onto Holybourne Avenue and Whitelands is on the right after Laverstoke Gardens. 

From the A205 South Circular heading east: There is no right turn into Roehampton Lane. At this junction, follow the sign for Putney Bridge and Roehampton and then immediately follow the signs for Dorking (A24), Guildford/Portsmouth (A3) and Roehampton. This takes you in a loop to approach the A306 Roehampton Lane heading west. Turn left onto the A306 continue past the South Campus and then turn right at the major crossroads with traffic lights onto Danebury Avenue. Take the first left onto Holybourne Avenue and Whitelands is on the right after Laverstoke Gardens. 

From the A3: Turn into the A306 Roehampton Lane. Approximately 0.5 miles on the left turn into Danebury Avenue. Take the first left onto Holybourne Avenue and Whitelands is on the right after Laverstoke Gardens.
